Ms. Toole is in for an examination and evaluation prior to getting bariatric surgery for obesity.

She has no history of coronary artery disease for her or in her family. She is currently taking no medications. Her periods are regular. Prior surgeries only of tonsillectomy and adenoidectomy in childhood. Review of systems otherwise is normal other than a history of some knees getting sore when she is on her feet for very long. Knee exam today showed mild laxity of medial and lateral ligaments bilaterally, but no effusion or joint abnormality noted otherwise.

On exam, head, ears, eyes, nose and throat are normal. TMs are clear. Thyroid is not enlarged. Heart and lung exams today are normal. Abdomen is soft, flat, and nontender. Extremities are good. Reflex is symmetrical. Feet are normal. Cardiogram and chest x-ray are normal. Blood studies done as outlined and she will get results done and get a medical clearance letter. She will return here in five days for a followup.
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
