I was able to see Ms. Borbely.

Ms. Borbely was alert today.  She attended well.  Her affect was animated.  She suddenly began to sing “*______01:13______*.”  Thought processes were somewhat disorganized.  Ms. Borbely told me she was eating and sleeping well, and that she liked it here.  She denied feelings of depression.  She made no clear delusional statements.  She did ask me a couple of times where I was from.  Ms. Borbely was oriented to facility, town, and state, as well as month, though could not identified the year.  A very mild intention type tremor of her upper extremities was noted.

Ms. Borbely, as noted previously, continues to demonstrate signs consistent with mania.  I will increase her Depakote, as previously noted, to 625 mg each night.  A further increase in her Seroquel dose may become necessary, as we do not see response to Depakote.  I will certainly continue to follow 
Ms. Borbely.
