HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: He has history of locally advanced squamous cell carcinoma of the right lung.  He had chemotherapy radiation with multiple complications, likely radiation pneumonitis requiring hospitalizations and subsequent to that he was seen by Dr. Magee in Dallas where he underwent resection of the cancer, but there was no viable cancer found. He is in clinical remission. He is doing much better. His breathing is baseline. Cough has improved. Currently, he is not on any prescribed medications. He takes multiple vitamins and over-the-counter medications prescribed to him by Dr. Saraiya.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: His weight is stable. No new cough. No hemoptysis. No weight loss.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Noted. He is afebrile.
HEENT: Conjunctivae pale. Sclerae nonicteric.
Lungs: He has some breath sounds now on the right mid lung. Left lung is clear.
Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABORATORY DATA: CBC, LFTs, CEA is being ordered.
IMPRESSION/PLAN: Stage III squamous cell carcinoma right lung. Currently, he is in clinical remission. He is scheduled for PET CT in June 2013. His last PET CT was in December 2012 and it was unremarkable.
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
