The patient is here for swelling and redness on the left side of her face. She has some loose *__________* dentures. She is asking for antibiotics.

The patient has been started on chronic anticoagulation since the last hospitalization for chronic atrial fibrillation. She has no cardiac symptoms at present. Her last INR was low at 1.2. She is currently taking 2.5 mg alternating with 1.25 mg every other day. The patient is only taking aspirin and Plavix as per cardiology recommendations. At this point, the patient is to be started on amoxicillin three twice a day for seven days for her dental problem. The patient is advised to increase the warfarin to 2.5 mg Monday through Friday and to keep taking 0.5 mg on Saturday and Sunday. She is going to check PT/INR today and PT/INR on Wednesday. The patient is aware that she will need frequent checkups until she is stable. She is going to follow up with me in four weeks.
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
