This letter is being written to ensure that Nancy Dewey qualified for a scooter. The patient has severe mobility issues. The patient suffers from severe arthritis involving her legs. She also has balance issues and suffers from morbid obesity. The patient’s height is 5’7”. Her weight is 278 pounds. Her BMI is in excess of 43. The patient’s blood pressure last reading was 144/84. Her pulse rate was 70. Respiratory rate was 16. The patient has no evidence of any pressure sores at this time. She does have reduced strength in her lower extremities 3/5 on the right and 4/5 on the left, but she does have difficulties with balance at times in her when she ambulates. Her pulse oxygen at rest is greater than 90%. She does get quite fatigued easily with walking. The patient is able to walk approximately 10 feet without assistance without stopping. She is able to do her own transfers. The patient is able to do her own feeding, dressing, grooming, and bathing as well as toileting as a result of her mobility deficits a cane or walker is not enough to assist her getting to certain activities. The patient does have the coordination to properly operate a scooter. She also has dementation to operate a scooter.
