Recent Behavior and Presentation: I was asked to see the patient because she wanted her Klonopin change. Staff is not reporting any new behavioral problems. No recent reports of distress or anxiety. She just reports that getting Klonopin during the day is making her sleepy. On 01/21/13, she is reported as alert and oriented x 3. Appetite is good. She refused Klonopin on 01/23/13 since it makes drowsy. On 01/23/13, she is reported as pleasant and compliant. She is attending therapy. No reports of depression or anxiety. No reports of paranoia or psychosis. No reports of noncompliance.

Review of Systems: Ears, nose, throat, mouth and eyes are negative. Cardiovascular is positive for hypertension. Respiratory is positive for sleep apnea. Gastrointestinal is positive for history of gastric bypass and repair ventral hernia. Genitourinary is negative. Muscular is negative. Integumentary is negative. Neurolgoical is positive for peripheral diabetic neuropathy, anxiety and restless leg syndrome. Endocrine is positive for diabetes mellitus. Hematologic/Lymphatic is positive for iron deficiency anemia. Allergies and Immune is positive for osteoarthritis.

Observation: The patient is 5’3”, her weight is 298 pounds and respiratory rate was 16. She is awake and alert. She is obese female, sitting up in a wheelchair. Hygiene and grooming are good. Her muscle strength and tone appeared normal. No irregular movements were seen. Her speech was spontaneous, coherent and goal directed. Her thought process appeared normal. No loose associations. No delusions or paranoia expressed. She did not appear to be responding to internal stimuli. She did not express suicidal or homicidal ideations. She did not have any complaints of side effects. Insight and judgment is intact. She is oriented x 3. Memory recent and remote seemed intact. She has good attention span. Fund of knowledge seemed adequate. Mood was euthymic. Affect was constricted. No irregular movements were seen. She had no complaints of side effects.
Current Medications: She is currently taking Klonopin 0.5 mg every eight hours and Seroquel 100 mg at bedtime.
Assessment: Bipolar disorder unspecified. Currently, mood and behavior are stable. The patient is reporting that the daytime Klonopin is making her sleepy.

Plan: At this time, we will change daytime Klonopin to 0.5 mg twice a day as needed for anxiety. Continue Klonopin 0.5 mg at bedtime for sleep and anxiety. Continue the Seroquel 100 mg at bedtime as a mood stabilizer for psychosis. Primary care physician is to follow up medically. More than 17 minutes of the patient time and floor time was spent providing coordination of care with staff.
