The patient is here after a seven-month hiatus from the practice. The patient states that he was not able to afford the office visits and he did not seek help and did not go to clinics where he had been referred to. He, however, states that he has been taking the Coumadin most of the time. Again, I had a lengthy discussion with the patient that he needs to seek assistance in the clinic where he can receive care consistently since he has to be on lifetime anticoagulant. The patient has become very anxious and has become depressed over the fact that he has not been able to work. He complains of intermittent episodes of numbness on the left side of the face and left hand. He states that he has difficulty hearing now or understanding spoken language. He has become forgetful. There is no focal weakness that is new. Against advice, he has continued driving. The patient is asked to please stop driving. He is going to have basic lab work done today. We will obtain a new MRI of the brain to rule out the presence of new lesions. The patient is quite anxious. He has received clonazepam 0.5 mg twice a day. We will obtain a thyroid profile. We will reevaluate in one week after the MRI.
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
