Recent Behavior and Presentation: The patient was seen for medication review. Staff is not reporting any new behavioral problems. No recent reports of depression or anxiety. No recent reports of paranoia or psychosis. No recent reports of lethargy. She did have 6 pounds weight loss recently, but she is a tube feeder. Primary care physician ordered some labs to be done.

Review of Systems: Constitutional, positive for adult failure to thrive. Eyes negative. Ears, nose, mouth and throat are negative. Cardiovascular is negative. Respiratory positive for acute respiratory failure and asthma. Gastrointestinal is positive for gastrostomy. Genitourinary is negative. Musculoskeletal is negative. Integumentary is negative. Neurological is positive for epilepsy, seizures, encephalopathy. Endocrine is negative. Hematologic/Lymphatic negative. Allergies/Immune is negative.

Observation: The patient was up in a Geri chair. She is awake. She seems alert. Hygiene and grooming are good. Her weight is 145 pounds, her height is 62”, respiratory rate was 16. Muscle strength and tone appeared normal. No irregular movements were seen. No spontaneous speech. She was verbally unresponsive. Thought content is difficult to assess, but appears confused. No loose associations were expressed. No delusions or paranoia expressed. She did not appear to be responding to internal stimuli. She did not express suicidal ideations. Insight and judgment are impaired. She is oriented x 1 to herself. Recent and remote memory appears severely impaired. Attention and concentration is poor. Fund of knowledge inadequate. Mood seemed euthymic. Affect was constricted. No irregular movements seen. No lethargy. No tremor seen.

Current Medications: She is currently taking Zoloft 25 mg in the morning.

Laboratory Data: Glucose 63, AST 19 and ALT 16.

Assessment: Mood disorder secondary to medical; rule out history of drug or alcohol abuse. Currently, mood and behavior overall stable. Medications appear effective.

Plan: Continue Zoloft 25 mg daily for depression and anxiety. Primary care physician is to follow up medically. More than 11 minutes of the patient time and floor time spent providing coordination of care with staff.
