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The patient is here with an area of hypoesthesia and anesthesia on the lateral aspect of the left knee. The patient states that her symptoms started about three days ago. She has no weakness. She is able to ambulate. She has no mental status changes. She is ambulatory. After the surgery, she developed an extensive area of hypoesthesia in the right thigh and right leg on the medial portion extending from the groin to the distal third of the right leg. The patient has no weakness.

On physical examination, the patient has an extensive area of hypoesthesia in the aforementioned areas, but she has no weakness. DTRs are to be tested. The patient has a son who has recurrent strokes and grandmother with portal vein thrombosis. At this point, the patient needs an MRI of the brain to rule out the presence of strokes as the cause of her symptoms. The patient will be sent as soon as possible and she will be referred to neurology, Dr. Gutierrez, for further evaluation of the numbness. The patient is instructed to resume the use of Plavix and she is also being referred to Dr. Galindo for evaluation of possible hypocoagulable state.
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
