Thank you kindly for referring Linda Valenti.

History of Present Illness: The patient is a 61-year-old white female, who recently fell and had pain, was given some narcotic. She had an allergic reaction. Subsequently, she had chest pain and she was given Aciphex initially and later omeprazole. She is currently on omeprazole. She denies any altered bowel habits or rectal bleeding. Her chest pain is rather atypical.

Past Medical History: She has history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, degenerative joint disease and also history of chronic pain.

Past Surgical History: She had multiple surgeries, including spine fusion, laparoscopic cholecystectomy, laparoscopic banding and hysterectomy.

Family History: She had a history of breast cancer.

Personal History: She is not a smoker. She does not abuse alcohol.

Physical Examination: Essentially within normal limits.

An upper GI endoscopy and a colonoscopy were done on 01/25/2013. Upper GI endoscopy revealed evidence of banding and she had mild esophagitis. The colonoscopy revealed one small polyp, which was removed. I will recommend her to have a repeat colonoscopy in about five years. She is advised to continue taking omeprazole daily for a couple of months and then to take it on a p.r.n. basis.
