Dear Dr. Dore:

Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patient. Ms. Melodyree was seen today for followup visit. We discussed about her current condition. I reviewed the MRI. The MRI report of the lumbar spine shows that the patient has anterolisthesis of the L4-L5 and also she has a large herniated disc with inferior extrusion at T11-T12. The MRI also showed that anterolisthesis at L4-L5 causing canal stenosis. The patient is also complaining her hip and lower back and also complaints of right wrist pain too. She has numbness and tingling sensation. She is doing physical therapy. She takes medication that has been prescribed for her. She is participating in physical therapy. She believes that the physical therapy is helping her overall.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical examination today reveals the patient is alert and oriented x3. She is afebrile. She is walking independently without any assistive device. She is moving much better today as I have observed her. Tinel and Phalen test were positive on the right side. Her grips are somewhat weak on the right hand. Straight leg raisings were negative. There is significant discomfort in palpating the lumbar paraspinal muscles and also hip on the right side. Otherwise, neurologically the patient is intact.
ASSESSMENT: Status post motor vehicle accident with lower back pain with herniation of the disc at T11-T12 and also anterolisthesis at L4-L5 with canal stenosis.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: My recommendation for the patient is to continue her physical therapy program and home exercise program. I have also ordered a back brace to support and stabilize her lumbar spine and also a brace for her hand to be used at night. The patient will continue medication as prescribed such as Xanax and Norco. Home exercise program and TENS unit also has been ordered for the patient. The patient should undergo EMG studies and nerve conduction studies. I have told her that would be also appropriate. Physical therapy would be continued. I will see the patient in four weeks for further evaluation and recommendation.
