CHIEF COMPLAINT: Diarrhea, abdominal pain, and abnormal liver enzymes.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 52-year-old African-American lady who has been drinking alcohol. She states she drinks beer about three a day and she was referred again because she has been having persistent diarrhea, but no blood in the stool and also she has been having abdominal pain. Her appetite has been fair, but no trouble swallowing.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has a history of arthritis, history of emphysema, and history of heavy drinking.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Knee surgery in the past.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She has been on Flagyl, tramadol, as well as Imodium.
ALLERGIES: There is no known allergy.
SOCIAL HISTORY: As described above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: This is a middle-aged lady, not in acute distress. Vital Signs: Blood pressure is 126/80. Pulse is 84. HEENT: Head is normocephalic. Sclerae are nonicteric and cachectic. Neck: Supple. No JVD. Thyroid enlarged. Lungs: No rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Positive bowel sounds. Nontender. Extremities: No edema.

IMPRESSION/PLAN:
1. Diarrhea, most likely this is caused by secondary pancreatic insufficiency or she has not had colonoscopy, so I am going to schedule her for colonoscopy.

2. She has also abdominal pain and we will do upper endoscopy as well.

3. Abnormal liver enzymes. Last time when I saw her in November, at that time she was going to have workup done for hepatitis surface antigen as well as hepatitis C antibody, which I have not received in, so we will check it again and also a CAT scan had shown that there is nodule in the lung as well as in the breast and workup is in progress. We will discuss with Dr. Ahmed. I am going to schedule her for colonoscopy as well as upper endoscopy. Further recommendations will follow after that.
