HPI: Joy Muggenburg is an 81-year-old female with history of recurrent C. difficile colitis. She is on vancomycin and Flagyl orally. Diarrhea is improving. She just finished Zithromax. She had pneumonia and doing fine now. No complaints.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure: 131/86 mmHg. Heart Rate: 111 bpm. Respiratory Rate: 22 per minute. Temperature: 97.5 F.

HEENT: Head atraumatic and normocephalic.
Neck: Supple.
Lungs: Coarse breath sounds bilaterally. No wheezing. No rales. No rhonchi.

Heart: Heart sounds are normal.

Abdomen: Soft. No abdominal tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

Extremities: Trace leg edema bilaterally.

Labs: Reviewed. Last INR is 2.5.
