Please see physician’s handwritten notes for full details. He follows up for his normal pressure hydrocephalus status post shunt peripheral neuropathy, major unipolar, recurrent left peroneal palsy, major unipolar depression, obstructive sleep apnea on CPAP. Overall, no new symptoms except for his concern about some increasing short-term memory problems that he would like treated. Last time, I performed his Modified Mini-Mental State Examination in 2005, his score was perfect at 20/20.

Today, he can recall 3/4 items spontaneously 1 given by category. He could not spell “world” backwards. He can do serial 7s. He is oriented to month and year. He can name only 5 fruits in 10 seconds. There is no constructional apraxia. Otherwise, his neurological examination is unchanged.

His current Modified Mini-Mental State score is borderline normal at 17/20 (normal greater or equal to 17) and distinctly less than his prior score of 20/20. He does have mild cognitive impairment and we have gone over side effects, risks, and benefits and we are going to do a trial of Aricept 5 mg at night for one month and 10 mg at night; all side effects, risks, benefits, and drug interactions reviewed. He will follow up in four months to reassess them.
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
