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The patient is here for followup after she was released from the hospital yesterday. She is here for coordination of care. The patient was admitted with fluid overload and acute on chronic kidney failure. The patient was started on hemodialysis. The patient has had low urinary output since discharge from the hospital. She is scheduled to go for hemodialysis tomorrow. She is going to see Dr. Ramos. Before discharge, the patient developed hypotension. The metoprolol was decreased from 200 mg to 100 mg twice a day and the amlodipine was placed on hold. The only medication she was taking at the hospital was metoprolol on the last day of discharge and she was able to maintain adequate blood pressure. I reviewed all the medications with the patient from her previous doctor and from the time that she came back to see us. I did consolidation and I provided refill to the patient. The patient is quite confused with her medication. She has very poor compliance with treatment. She will need to be seen by a home health nurse to prevent re‑hospitalization. Medication changes are made in the chart. Of note, she has continued to refuse colonoscopy in spite of persisting constipation. She denies having melena.
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
