HPI: Arleen Smith is seen for a sick visit. She is an 85-year-old female with history of diabetes mellitus, anemia, and chronic kidney disease. She has some nonproductive cough. Chest x-ray is done recently, report is pending. She is on cough syrup.
Physical Examination:
General: She is awake, alert, little confused, which is her baseline.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure: 126/56 mmHg. Heart Rate: 78 bpm. Respiratory Rate: 20 per minute. Temperature: 97.9°F.

HEENT: Atraumatic and normocephalic.

Neck: Supple.

Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi.

Heart: Heart sounds are normal.

Abdomen: Soft. No abdominal tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

Extremities: Trace leg edema bilaterally.

Labs: WBC 20.6 and hematocrit 33.9.

Assessment:
1. Possible tracheobronchitis.

2. Possible pneumonia.

3. Anemia of chronic kidney disease.

4. Hypertension.

5. Diabetes mellitus.

Plan of Care: I will hold on to antibiotic. If the chest x-ray report shows infiltrate, we will start her on antibiotic. Continue to monitor closely otherwise.
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
