Recent Behavior and Presentation: Staff is not reporting any recent behavioral problems. No recent reports of aggression or agitation. No recent reports of depression or anxiety. No recent reports of psychosis or paranoia. No reports of noncompliance.

Review of Systems: Eyes is negative. Ears, nose, throat and mouth positive for dysphagia. Cardiovascular is positive for ischemic heart disease, congestive heart failure, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia. Respiratory is positive for COPD. Gastrointestinal is positive for hepatitis. Genitourinary is negative. Musculoskeletal is negative. Neurological is positive for CVA, TIAs and dementia. Integumentary is negative. Endocrine is negative. Hematologic/Lymphatic is positive for anemia. Allergies and Immune are negative.

Observation: The patient was up in a chair. He is awake and alert. He is oriented to himself. His vital signs weight 107 pounds, height 65” tall, respiratory rate was 16. Hygiene and grooming are good. His muscle strength and tone appeared normal. No irregular movements were seen. Speech was not spontaneous. He is verbally responsive. His thought process was confused. No delusions or paranoia expressed. He did not appear to be responding to internal stimuli. He did not express any suicidal or homicidal ideations. He is oriented only to himself. His recent and remote memory are impaired. His fund of knowledge was inadequate. His concentration and attention were poor. His mood seemed euthymic. Affect was constricted. No complaints of side effects. No lethargy. No tremor.

Current Medications: Ativan 0.5 mg every eight hours as needed, Namenda 10 mg daily, Desyrel 25 mg at bedtime, and Aricept 10 mg at bedtime.

Laboratory Data: On 12/19/12, glucose 82 and GFR was 70.

Assessment:
1. Dementia Alzheimer’s type versus vascular type with behavioral disturbances.

2. History of polysubstance abuse. Currently, mood and behavior are stable. Medications appear effective. No reports of increase distress or agitation or aggression or combativeness since his Risperdal was discontinued.
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Plan: Continue the Desyrel 25 mg at bedtime for anxiety, sleep and depression. Continue the Ativan 0.5 mg every eight hours as needed for agitation. Continue the Namenda 10 mg daily and Aricept 10 mg at bedtime for dementia. Primary care physician is to follow up medically. The benefits of the medications outweigh the risks.
