OBJECTIVE: General: No acute distress. HEENT: Conjunctivae are erythematous bilaterally. There is scant mucopurulent discharge in the right eye with crusting. Ophthalmology exam is otherwise negative. TMs, right TM is erythematous with mild bulging. External canal is clear. Left TMs is within normal limits. Nasal mucosa shows moderate obstruction on the right nasal turbinate with erythema. There is scant crusting discharge. Pharynx is erythematous. Neck: Mild cervical anterior adenopathy bilateral. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No wheezing or rhonchi. CVA: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs. Skin: No skin rash. Neurologic: Intact.

 ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right otitis media. The patient is given prescription for amoxicillin 500 mg one p.o. t.i.d. x 10 days. Tympanogram done today shows a flat tympanogram with low peak right ear and normal left ear. He will schedule a followup to repeat tympanogram in two to three weeks.

2. Conjunctivitis. The patient is given prescriptions for Ocuflox ophthalmic solution 5 mL as directed. Schedule a followup if symptoms persist. Discussed home care contagiousness with the patient.
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
