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NEUROLOGICAL REEVALUATION & TREATMENT REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Mental retardation.

Clinical findings suggesting cerebral palsy.

History of possible absence epilepsy.

Clinical findings of carnitine deficiency – treated.

History of seizure disorder – treated.

Travis remains stable on Vimpat and Depakote.

The medicines are being refilled.

COMORBID PROBLEMS:

Rhythmic movement disorder.

Clinical feature suggesting artistic spectrum disorder.

Recent laboratory studies showed no evidence of abnormal findings on organic and serum amino acid studies for inherited disease.

Clinical examination demonstrates no inducible rigidity, cog wheeling, or tremor to suggest necessarily form of dystonia.

Inconsideration of these findings, I am ordering copper studies to explore mineral nutrition related disorders as well.
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Follow up laboratory testing including therapeutic levels of Vimpat, Depakote, carnitine, thyroid function studies, blood count, and chemistry pattern will all be accomplished for reevaluation and concurrent cares.

Previous laboratory testing did show some trend towards hypoglycemia.

Referral to Dr. Illa for continued evaluation and a DEXCOM study remains to be completed will be considered.

I had a face-to-face discussion today with Travis’s father and caretaker regarding his current care.

There have been no seizures in at least one year.

I will send a follow up report when he returns.
