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The patient is here with a chief complaint of right ear discomfort. He states that when he leans forward in the morning and as he is standing up he hears some noise in the right ear. It is associated with intermittent dizziness. It is not associated with decreased hearing but he has recurrent tinnitus. He has no nausea. No vomiting. No headaches. No fever. No hearing loss.

On exam, the patient has redness in the right eardrum. The left eardrum looks normal.

We will do a tympanogram. We will give a trial of antibiotics and decongestant Zyrtec-D. The patient is advised to return to the clinic in one week if he does not get better or if he develops any new symptoms. He has a scheduled appointment for *__________*. We discussed the results again of the Holter done on the previous visit that was normal. He had *__________* supraventricular tachycardia but was sinus rhythm.
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
