Four months followup, diabetes with neuropathy, peripheral vascular disease, coronary artery disease, chronic renal insufficiency with creatinine 102, permanent pacemaker, cardiomyopathy, has AICD implanted with the new device in June 2011, history of hypertension, dyslipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux disease, obesity, and erectile dysfunction.

Current medications: Nitroglycerine sublingually or as a spray, Lantus 55 units sub q.h.s., Zocor 40 mg daily, Lasix 60 mg daily, Aldactone 50 mg daily, Plavix 75 mg daily, niacin 500 mg daily, mexiletine 150 mg t.i.d., potassium 40 mEq daily, aspirin 325 mg daily, and metolazone 5 mg once weekly.

He feels well. He is still will use nitroglycerine preventively, if he goes up and inclines such as stair or hill at his work place. He never gets any other anginal discomfort. Otherwise, he has gone backup a few pounds in weight. He plans on restarting the Neutrisystem, which has worked well and helped to lose weight in the past. He tries to remain as active as possible.

He had a URI in December that completely abated. Did not get any edema, shortness of breath, and increase in his anginal symptoms.

He has not been checking his blood sugar regularly. His last A1c was 9.5, prior to that was 7.0.

On physical exam, he looks well talkative, pink. Pulse ox is 96% rest room air. No JVD. Lungs clear. No carotid bruits. Heart regular rhythm. S1 and S2. No murmur. He has 1+ edema in his right leg at the side of saphenous vein harvest graft and slight on the left. No change in toenail fungus. Feet are cold. I do not feel any pulses. There is no foot sores. Routine labs including BMP, A1c, lipid profile, and LFTs done.

The patient is up-to-date with flu vaccine on 09/17/12. He was given Pneumovax today 0.5 cc left deltoid.

Correction on medication, he should be now on Lantus 65 units at h.s. and should be on TriCor 150 mg daily.
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Three-to-four-month follow up with CPE.
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
