Six-month followup, mild diet control diabetes, anxiety disorder, and dyslipidemia with low HDL.

Current medications Crestor 10 mg daily, Seroquel 200 mg twice daily, Klonopin 1 mg q.i.d., Zoloft 250 mg q.d., Dilaudid 3 mg prescribed by his psychiatrist Dr. Och who sees him roughly every two months. He does not have a therapist.

He is still smoking and smoking cessation options have been again reviewed with him. He has been under lot of stress. Recently, his wife having retired and apparently is quite inactive and complaints about the noise he makes stuttering in the basement listening to music and playing the guitar, etc. Apparently, she has no hobbies. He claims that she has no motivation, admits that she may be a bit depressed and reports that the only reason he stays with her is because of their children.

No cardiovascular complaints.

Blood pressure 118/78, pulse 88 and regular, and weight 180 pounds with heavy clothes and boots.

No carotid bruits. Lungs clear. Heart regular rhythm. No murmur. No edema. No foot sores. Good peripheral pulses. He looks relaxed and actually has frequent smiling and for the first time I see dimples in his lower face.

He declines flu shot apparently has been intolerant. The A1c done today. Six-month CPE.
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
