A:
Pneumonia, dysphagia, status post PEG tube placement, IDDM, hypertension, Alzheimer’s dementia, and kidney transplant.

The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed.  Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff.  Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient was in BKA.  His insulin is adjusted.  He will finish the antibiotics.  He is tolerating tube feeing okay.
