SUBJECTIVE: Mr. Coley has had chest pressure and shortness of breath for few months off and on. He has underlying gastroesophageal reflux and history of Barrett’s esophagus and takes generic Prevacid one q.d. He has had cough worse in the mid mornings and in mid afternoons, getting worse after eating and notices he does have some vomiting with severe cough. No fever. No chest pain.

OBJECTIVE: Head, ears, eyes, nose and throat exam is normal. He does some possible eustachian tube dysfunction. Tympanic membrane was essentially normal. He does have itching in ear canals.

ASSSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Eustachian tube dysfunction. I gave him Cortisporin otic three drops to affected ear b.i.d.

2. Possible gastroesophageal reflux, not adequately controlled on Prevacid. Advised to take 30 mg #60 one b.i.d. and take Pepcid or Zantac h.s. for the next few days. Also reviewed changing diet to reduce acid foods, high fat foods, or high fiber diet. See me back in a month for followup.
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
