Five days ago, Bill slipped on the ice trying to retrieve a Rubbermaid trash container landed on a black ice laterally left side. He was seen at St. Vincent Hospital Emergency Room. X-rays did not reveal any dislocation or fracture. He has had some bruising. He has difficulty abducting his arm to 90 degrees. He shows me that he can passively raise it about his head with the aid of the right upper extremity. No neuritic symptoms in his back or down his arms or on his chest. He has not experienced any weakness. No previous similar problems involving the left shoulder or neck area. On exam, he has a small bruise over his left buttocks area, which is painful. No other bruise is noted. He has a resolving yellow bruise over the right biceps tendon. There is no evidence for any biceps tear. He is locally tender over the insertion of the biceps at her shoulder and over the right SI bursa. After discussion and informed consent aseptically each of these two trigger point areas was injected with 1 cc lidocaine and 1 cc Depo-Medrol.

I will have a left shoulder MRI scheduled. He may continue to use over-the-counter analgesics on a p.r.n. basis.
