Almost 84-year-old female with past history of right upper lobe cancer with two procedures last being approximately five years ago and history of COPD. She apparently had some unpleasant dealing with two of the nurses in the pulmonary department and with Dr. Steigman and on the advice of NovaCare switched to pulmonary care to Dr. Rudnicki at UMass Memorial Healthcare. She did not have recent PFTs, but reports the chest x-ray there did not show any malignancy. She intends to followup with her oncologist at St. Vincent Hospital for her five-year followup with Dr. Ronnie.

Recently, she had upper respiratory infections. She is currently on doxycycline and prednisone prescribed by pulmonary. She continues on Combivent and uses DuoNeb twice daily. At her insistence oxygen was moved for a home. She has Lasix 20 mg and KCl 20 mEq to use on a p.r.n. edema, but recently has now complained that she has gained five pounds in the past week from overindulging in potatoes chips, which she feel she is addicted to.

She has not need the tonic water for nocturnal cramps.

She reports pulmonologist recommend she start Symbicort. She is initially somewhat hesitant being on prednisone at 10 mg already, but she was encouraged to start the Symbicort.

She has a quarter size area of erythema scaliness on her left leg that might be eczema for which Lidex and moisture cream was prescribed today.

She has a small skin tag on her neck, but declined cryotherapy today.

She has a dry scalp. I see some erythema from her scratching. She has had some dandruff. I do not see any psoriasis or any other lesions.

She has had some hemorrhoidal bleeding likely some constipation. Remedies for anti-constipation were reviewed with her today. She is fearful whether she would develop coronary disease or need to be on coagulants for her problem in future that she would bleed. She was reassured this will not be the case. She declined inspection of hemorrhoids today.
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She looks cushingoid. She has gained another five pounds up at 173 pounds, pulse 72, temperature 98, and blood pressure 128/86. Pulse ox 94% rest room air.

She is thinking about pulmonary rehab.

She will need a humidifier for her home.

Routine mammogram and bone density to be done before her next followup in approximately three months and physical in August.
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
