His blood pressure is under much better controlled. Denies any cough or shortness of breath. He is painter by profession and works fairly hard and is on his feet. Denies any bone pain, back pain, abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Left leg DVT in June 2012 status post Coumadin.

2. Factor V heterozygous Leiden mutation.

3. Hypertension.

PLAN:

Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. He has had only one blood clot with his factor V Leiden. I have advised him about family testing; however, currently he is off the Coumadin and we just follow him in six months.
