RIGHT SHOULDER, TWO VIEWS
FINDINGS: Because of the type of radiographic technique used, the soft tissues are not delineated. There is narrowing of the space between the humeral head and the undersurface of the acromion which could represent rotator cuff tear. There are degenerative changes at the AC articulating margins. There are some degenerative changes in the subchondral regions of the humeral head superiorly. The glenoid fossa appears intact and unremarkable.
IMPRESSION: Degenerative changes right shoulder, as described.
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
