Dear Alison

This is a followup note on Mr. Gaud. As you recall, he is a 53-year-old gentleman with CLL stage 0, ZAP-70, CD38 negative who returns today for a followup. He is accompanied by his wife today who claims that he is drinking little bit more, but in general he is doing fairly well. Denies any fever, chills, night sweats, or recurrent infections. No headaches, visual complaints, numbness, tingling, or paresthesias.

Most recent blood work from you office was reviewed. White count was 16.6, hemoglobin 13.7, and platelets are 311,000. Liver and renal profile was normal. TSH and B12 were normal.

Impression:

1. Stage 0 CLL, CD38 negative. ZAP-70 negative.

2. Restless leg syndrome.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Status post gastric bypass.

5. Positive ANA at 1:40 speckle pattern. No clinical evidence of collagenous vascular disease.

PLAN:

Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. No intervention needed for the CLL. Follow up in six months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
