CHEST, PA AND LATERAL
FINDINGS: This study is compared to the previous study of January 23, 2013. There is patchy increased density in the right lower lung field. The posterior costophrenic sulci are not entirely included. There is flattening of the hemidiaphragms. The aorta is quite redundant. Sternal sutures are apparent. There is increased AP diameter of the thoracic cage. The lung fields are over exposed so that the some detail is lost. There are degenerative changes in the bony structures. The heart appears normal in size. Surgical clips are present in the region of the gastroesophageal junction.
IMPRESSION: Right lower lung field pneumonia which appears somewhat less prominent than on the comparison study two days prior to this study. Another followup study in approximately 10 to 14 days may be helpful for followup resolution of pneumonia. Chronic lung and bony changes.
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
