Dear Dr. Hildner:

This is a followup note on Mr. Taylor. He is a 47-year-old gentleman with history of polycythemia. He is a chronic smoker. He returns today for a followup.

Workup here included a JAK-2 mutation, which was negative. Liver and renal profile, LDH, uric acid was normal. White count and platelets were normal. Hematocrit is 53.3. The patient just gave blood yesterday.

Impression: Polycythemia most probably related to smoking.

PLAN:

Discussed at length with the patient. I think he most likely secondary polycythemia. We have instructed him to give blood donation every six weeks in the blood bank. He does not want to have phlebotomy here and he will get blood donation every six weeks. Followup CBC in two to three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
