Dear Dr. Chandra:

This is a followup note on Ms. Gordillo. As you recall, she is an 58-year-old lady with triple negative stage II breast cancer, T1CN1M0, status post left-side lumpectomy grade 3, 1/6 lymph nodes positive, on status post chemotherapy with Adriamycin and Cytoxan. Currently on weekly Taxol, doing very well. She complains of occasional cramps in the toes. No numbness, tingling, or paresthesias. No abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

Impression:

1. Triple negative stage II breast cancer, T1cN1M0 left-sided lumpectomy grade 3, 1/6 lymph nodes positive status post accelerated breast radiation therapy, TC, status post four cycles of Adriamycin and Cytoxan. Currently on weekly Taxol.

2. Cholelithiasis.

3. Diabetes mellitus and hypertension.

4. Chronic herpes genitalis.

5. Left thyroid nodule.

6. Occasional mouth sores.

Plan:

1. Continue magic mouthwash.

2. Continue weekly Taxol.

3. Bilateral mammogram in February 2013. Follow up in one month.
