Dear Dr. Hildner:

This is a followup note on Mr. Phinney. He is a 66-year-old gentleman with history of recently diagnosed lambda light chain multiple myeloma who presented with left anterior chest wall plasmacytoma status post radiation therapy. Bone marrow showed 30% plasma cells and negative for amyloid, hypercellular. Cytogenetics were normal. FISH, however showed multiple abnormalities. The combination of which may be of unfavorable prognostic significance. Therefore, the patient was started on RVD. He returns today for a followup. His perioral numbness is greatly improved. He is otherwise doing very well. His weight is stable. Appetite is good. He has some superficial erythema in the abdominal walls. The Velcade is injected, but this is common. The patient does not have any pain.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

Impression:

1. Lambda light chain multiple myeloma with plasmacytoma in the left anterior chest wall, status post RVD chemotherapy x4 status post radiation therapy to the plasmacytoma, original diagnosis in November 2012.

2. Perioral numbness, getting better.

3. Palpitations, none at the present time.

Plan:

CBC and CMP. Repeat electrophoretic studies to evaluate response. Clinically, certainly the patient is doing very well and we hope that his protein levels are going down as well.

ADDENDUM: The patient is also on Zometa for the widespread skeletal changes associated with myeloma.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
