Comes for scheduled weight check.  Since her last visit, the patient has been getting primarily EBM.  Mother is now pumping two and a half ounces, being fed q.3h. around the clock.  She has supplemented only twice with formula to get the required volume.  Void is greater than four per day.  The stools have now transitioned from meconium.  Mother states she still is a sleepy baby, but is alert for intervals to feed.  Review is otherwise unremarkable.
It is noted that she has gained 115 g weighing on Dr. Davis’ scale.

PE:  Is entirely within normal limits.  She is alert.  She is well hydrated.

P:  Continue current management.  Meet with lactation consultant this afternoon for strategies for increasing mother’s milk volume and she will return next week for a weight check with Dr. Davis.
