Dear Dr. Shetty:

This is a followup note on Ms. Baker. She is a 63-year-old lady with anemia. She has speech impairment because of previous motor vehicle accident. She is somewhat hard to understand. She has been on Procrit, doing fairly well. She has chronic renal failure as well.

Workup here included polyclonal gammopathy. Creatinine was 1.7, free kappa and lambda light chains both were elevated. Reticulocyte count, LDH, folate, B12, and hemoglobin electrophoresis were all normal. Creatinine was noted to be 1.7 and she had a CT of the abdomen and pelvis with oral contrast only, which showed stable liver masses. CT of the chest showed resolution of mass in the right upper lobe. She was started on Procrit and has had some response. She still continues to be anemic with the hemoglobin between 9 and 10. She does not recall whether she has had a GI workup, but this will be checked with your office. She denies any abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. Her weight is stable. Appetite is good.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Anemia, which may be secondary to chronic renal failure, although not improving.

2. Speech impairment, mild mental retardation.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

PLAN:

1. We will set her up for a bone marrow aspiration and biopsy.

2. GI workup if this has not been done.

3. Check CMP and LDH.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
