Dear Dr. Delgado Elvir:

This is a followup note on Ms. Paglia. She is a 73-year-old lady with a history of clinical stage IIA T2BN0M0 squamous cell cancer of the right upper lobe, not a resectable candidate who underwent stereotactic body radiation therapy and four cycles of carboplatin and Taxol. She returns today for a followup. She has severe COPD and is on continues oxygen. Her weight is stable. Appetite is good. Denies any bone pain, back pain, abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. She has also had some persistent anemia. Her colonoscopy in 2005 by Dr. McClary was normal. Bone marrow in September 2012 was normal except for mild dysplastic changes. She is getting Procrit and is doing fairly well.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

The patient had a PET scan on 01/03/13, which was basically unremarkable except for postradiation changes.

IMPRESSION:

1. IgA monoclonal gammopathy and hypogammaglobinemia. No evidence of myeloma in the bone marrow.

2. Early myelodysplasia with normocytic and normochromic anemia.

3. Stage II squamous cell lung cancer T2BN0M0 status post stereotactic body radiation therapy, four cycles of carboplatin and Taxol.

4. Severe COPD.

PLAN:

Continue Aranesp with the hemoglobin of 11. Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. We will repeat electrophoretic studies today and ferritin. Follow up in three months if these are stable.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
