This is a followup note on Ms. Kress. She is a 56-year-old lady with history of recurrent infections, hypogammaglobinemia status post multiple herpetic infections, fungal infections, C. difficile colitis, recurrent perirectal abscess. She has been on IV gamma-globulin and is doing fairly well. She had a right breast biopsy, which was benign. She was evaluated at Shands Hospital because of her worsening of diarrhea. She was put Colestipol and she states that her diarrhea is much better. She also had multiple antibiotics recently because she had pneumonia and an infected tooth, although, she does not know the name. Overall, she seems to be doing much better.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

All Shands Teaching Hospital records were reviewed.

IMPRESSION:

1. Chronic diarrhea, better with Colestipol.

2. Hypogammaglobinemia on IVIG.

3. Status post multiple herpetic infections in the eye skin.

4. C. difficile colitis, recurrent perirectal abscess.

5. Status post gastric bypass.

6. Recurrent esophageal stricture.

7. Fatty liver probably to diabetes.

8. Thrombocytopenia, currently improved.

PLAN:

Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. Her platelets have consistently above 100,000. White count is normal. We will continue IV gamma-globulin. Follow up in one month.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
