Dear Dr. Delgado:

This is a followup note on Mr. Guerci. He is an 85-year-old gentleman with a history of anemia and abnormal kappa chains. He returns today for a followup. He initially had a low ferritin level. So, we gave him IV Venofer on 12/04/12. However, his hemoglobin did not improve and it was still 10.8. He returns today for a followup. He did not do his Hemoccults.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Anemia, not improved with IV iron.

2. Coronary artery disease, status post PTCA.

3. Abnormal kappa chains.

4. Osteoporosis.

5. Chronic renal failure.

6. B12 deficiency.

PLAN:

1. We did a CBC and ferritin. The ferritin is up to 115 and the hemoglobin is still 10.8. Because of the free kappa chains, we will do a bone marrow aspiration and biopsy to rule out myeloma although this may be secondary to chronic renal failure. We have also asked him to bring the Hemoccults. Follow up after the bone marrow.

2. The patient has had some issues with hypotension and is currently off tenodipin and Norvasc and is in touch with you regarding the same.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
