Dear Dr. Albright:

This is a followup note on Ms. Paulk. As you recall, she is a 65-year-old delightful lady with a history of stage I breast cancer in 2006 who is doing very well. Denies any abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. No fevers, chills, or night sweats. She does complain of occasional right hip pain, but this is chronic and x-rays in the past were unremarkable. This gets better with activity.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Breast cancer, status post right-sided lumpectomy and radiation therapy, T1N0M0, 0.8 cm tumor, status post Arimidex for five years, original diagnosis in July 2006.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Decreased vitamin D and B12 in the past.

PLAN:

Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. CBC is within normal limits. We will get a CMP, CEA, and CA 15-3. Her mammogram in June 2012 was normal. We will schedule her for a mammogram in June. Her T-score in July 2011 showed bone density of –1.3. Calcium and vitamin D advised. Follow up in six months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
