Dear Dr. Obanye:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Schindehette. I have seen her a month ago at which time she had sinusitis and underwent multiple sinusotomies and coagulation of the turbinates with staph growing on the cultures. I talked to Dr. Thompson who felt that there was no soft tissue abnormality and the repeat CAT scans in fact showed the right maxillary sinus to just show us a mucoperiosteal thickening with improvement since 10/12/12. Clinically, also the patient’s symptoms are much better.

Workup here had included quantitative immunoglobulins, IgG was slightly low at 692, IgA and IgM was normal, white count is still 18.6, and hemoglobin and platelets are normal.

IMPRESSION:

1. Recent sinusitis, status post sinusotomies.

2. CLL stage 0, trisomy 12, ZAP-70 positive, CD38 negative, unmutated IGVH.

3. Decreased IgG.

PLAN:

1. Discussed at length with Mrs. Schindehette. She has had only one infection. However, her IgG level is low. If she gets repeated infections, she may be a candidate for IV gamma globulin.

2. No intervention for CLL at the present time.

3. The patient does have some asymmetry of the thyroid activity on the PET scan done last month. However, she has been followed by Dr. Thompson regarding the same.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
