Dear Ann:

This is a followup note on Mrs. James. She is a 58-year-old African-American female with a history of mild anemia and leukopenia who returns today for a followup. She has episodes of chronic sinus infections, but in general she is doing very well. She had a bone marrow in August 2012, which showed increased number of benign lymphoid nodules. Cytogenetics were normal. These were felt to be reactive lymphoid nodules. HIV test was negative. Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well except for sinus infections. Her ANA was negative. TSH and B12 were normal. She complains of joint pains after work, but in general is doing well. Her weight is stable. Appetite is good.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

Colonoscopy was eight years ago.

IMPRESSION:

1. Mild anemia, which is stable and leukopenia, which is stable.

2. Mild increase in free kappa light chains.

3. Chronic sinusitis.

PLAN:

1. CBC, CMP, and ferritin.

2. Repeat electrophoretic studies to follow up on the free kappa light chains. If these are stable, we will see her back in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
