Dear Dr. Dieguez:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Baker. She is a 29-year-old African-American female that I have seen for microcytic hypochromic anemia probably secondary to heavy menstrual periods. She got IV iron on 12/18/12. Her stools were Hemoccult negative, LDH was normal, and ferritin was 4. Reticulocyte count and hemoglobin electrophoresis were normal. She returns today for a followup. Clinically, she is doing much better. She recently underwent an IUD inserted for her periods by Dr. Nagda on 12/21/12. Her periods are still, however, heavy. Her hemoglobin has improved from 8.7 to 11.1.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Iron deficiency anemia, status post IV iron on 12/12/12 probably secondary to heavy menstrual periods.

2. Hypertension.

3. Migraines.

4. Extremely heavy menstrual periods lasting for three to four weeks.

PLAN:

Hemoglobin is up to 11.1. However, MCV is still 75.6. We will do ferritin, reticulocyte count, and electrophoretic studies. Her hemoglobin certainly has improved. If the ferritin is normal, we will see her back in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
