Dear Cassandra:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Jenkins. She is a 74-year-old lady that got two units of packed RBCs in September 2012. She has a history of renal failure, lower abdominal discomfort, nausea, vomiting, and repeated UTIs in the past. However, since both the stents are out, her urinary tract infections have improved. Bone marrow had shown megaloblastoid changes and increased iron stores most probably early myelodysplasia. Cytogenetics were normal. Folate, ferritin, and haptoglobin were normal. Clinically, the patient seems to be feeling very well. She is on intermittent Procrit and she has actually gained 12 pounds. Denies any abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

EGD and colonoscopy in 2011 were normal.

IMPRESSION:

1. Anemia most likely early myelodysplasia versus anemia of chronic renal failure.

2. Chronic renal failure.

3. Diabetes mellitus and atrial fibrillation.

4. Polymyalgia rheumatica followed by Dr. Offenberg.

5. Chronic hydronephrosis, both the stents have been removed.

PLAN:

CBC, CMP, ferritin, iron studies, and LDH to be done next week. Most recent hemoglobin is up to 12.1, white count and platelets were normal. Follow up in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
