This is a followup note on Mrs. Lies. She is a delightful 82-year-old lady with a history of breast cancer, status post right modified radical mastectomy who is doing very well. She is on Arimidex. She did have some herniated disc and some pain in the right leg, but this has greatly improved. She has had this problem in the past as well. Her weight is stable. Appetite is good. No fevers, chills, or night sweats.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Right breast lumpectomy in 1989, local recurrence in 2010, status post right modified radical mastectomy, ER/PR positive, currently on Arimidex.

2. B12 deficiency.

3. Herniated disc, which is better.

PLAN:

1. Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. CBC is within normal limits. We will check CMP, CEA, and CA 15-3.

2. Mammogram end of April.

3. Continue Arimidex. Follow up in four months. Her bone density in May 2011 showed a T-score of –0.2.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
