Dear Dr. Brown:

This is a followup note on Mr. Thomas. He is a 71-year-old gentleman with a history of metastatic colon cancer to the lung proven by biopsy. He returns today for a followup. Clinically, he is doing well except for occasional right hip pain for which he is seeking attention from you. His PET scan in November was normal. No abdominal pain or shortness of breath. He recently had a superficial infection at the PICC line site, which was removed. He was treated with Keflex and this is much better. No fevers, chills, headaches, or visual complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Metastatic colon cancer, status post 5-FU, leucovorin, and Avastin for 12 cycles, currently on maintenance Avastin held because of infection.

2. Colon cancer, status post surgery, stage I in 2008.

3. Prostate cancer in 2002.

4. Hairy cell leukemia 20 years ago, status post CDA.

5. Diabetes mellitus, coronary artery disease, and atrial fibrillation.

6. History of pericardial effusion followed by Dr. Mikkilineni.

PLAN:

1. CBC, CMP, and urinalysis with culture because of the right back pain.

2. Continue Avastin. The latest protein in his urine was 736 mg. Latest CEA in January was 1.3. PET scan on 11/29/12 was unremarkable.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
