Dear Dr. Monical:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Archibald. As you recall, she is a 76-year-old lady with increased lymphocytes and mild thrombocytopenia. She is clinically doing very well.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

Flow cytometry showed dim CD5 positive monotypic B-cell population. However, white count here was 5.8 and the lymphocyte count was normal. Hemoglobin was 13.2 and platelets are 142,000. Liver functions were back to normal and LDH was normal. Mild increase in ferritin was noted at 308, total iron was 92, saturation was 38%, and creatinine was 1.

IMPRESSION:

1. Mild increase in lymphocytes, currently relatively normal.

2. Thrombocytopenia, improved.

3. Peripheral blood with dim CD5 positive monotypic B-cell population, which may be monoclonal B-cell lymphocytosis.

PLAN:

1. Discussed with the patient. She currently has no symptoms. However, she does have a small population, which may again be a benign monoclonal lymphocytosis, but we will follow up in six months. No intervention at the present time.

2. We will also repeat iron studies and ferritin in six months since her ferritin is somewhat elevated as well.

3. I suspect the patient may have had mild viral infection accounting for mild elevated liver function tests, increased lymphocytes, and increased ferritin reactive and I suspect that this should normalize over the next few months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
