Dear Dr. Alvarado:

This is a followup note on Mr. Russo. He is a 69-year-old gentleman with a history of recurrent rectosigmoid cancer, on Xeloda. He was taking 2 g twice a day. I was not aware, but apparently he was admitted to the hospital with sepsis and dehydration just last week. He had acute on chronic renal failure. Cultures were all negative. However, it was felt that he was dehydrated due to increased ileostomy output. The patient has had this problem before. He has had history of Klebsiella UTIs and hyponatremia in the past as well. He returns today for a followup. He had been off Xeloda since 12/22/12 for the past one month because of extreme peeling of the skin and dysesthesias with hand-foot-mouth syndrome. The patient claims that his pain in the buttock area has greatly improved.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Recurrent rectosigmoid cancer, currently on Xeloda.

2. Hand-foot-mouth syndrome, off Xeloda for the past one month, was on 2g b.i.d.

3. Repeated episodes of sepsis and dehydration probably secondary to diarrhea related to Xeloda.

4. Diabetes mellitus and chronic renal failure.

5. Wild K-RAS.

6. Neobladder, recurrent UTIs, and transitional cell carcinoma of the bladder.

PLAN:

The patient has been asked to decrease the Xeloda to 1 g b.i.d. We will do a CBC, CMP, and CEA. Follow up in one month.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
