Dear Dr. Obanye:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Reed. As you recall, she is a 39-year-old lady with a history of microcytic hypochromic anemia and iron deficiency probably secondary to heavy periods. She also has amyloidosis of the skin, which is asymptomatic and B12 deficiency. Her vitamin B12 level was 207. Hemoglobin was 9.7 and it has now improved to 11.9. She got IV iron on 10/12/12. Clinically, she seems to be doing well. No abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

Hemoccult tests were negative.

IMPRESSION:

1. Iron deficiency anemia, improved.

2. B12 deficiency.

3. Cutaneous amyloidosis, longstanding.

PLAN:

The patient’s hemoglobin has greatly improved. However, she still continues to be somewhat anemic. We will get a ferritin level. If the ferritin is low, she will get IV iron. Otherwise, follow up in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
