History: Ms. Lara was seen for followup today on her mammograms and her labs. Her liver functions look significant for abnormal at least ALT was twice her normal. Her mammogram showed some benign breast cyst. No evidence of any __ that needed biopsy. These results are discussed with patient. A vitamin D3 level was very low and I gave her samples of Replesta, which is 50,000 units and advised her to take 5000 units once a day for at least a month. Ms. Lara states she thought she was divorced from a husband about two years ago, but Mr. Lara’s lawyer forgot to get some papers signed from Ms. Lara’s lawyer and apparently they are still married and she states her husband stated is, we would like to get together again. I told her since I was not involved in this and I am willing to listen to her __, but I do not think I will be able to help her in this. The patient understands that. I told her we need to check her for acute hepatitis panel to be sure she does not have hepatitis A, B, or C. The patient understands that she is going to get acute hepatitis panel and seem me in the office in two weeks.
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
