INTERPRETATION:
1. Adequate 2D, M-mode, and Doppler exam.

2. The left atrium is normal in size.

3. The mitral valve structure is normal with mild regurgitation.

4. The left ventricle is normal in wall thickness and internal dimension with good systolic function. Mild diastolic dysfunction is present.

5. The aortic valve is trileaflet with good mobility. The aortic root is normal in size. The aortic arch is normal.

6. The pulmonic valve structure and function are normal.

7. The right ventricular size and systolic function are normal.

8. The tricuspid valve structure is normal with mild regurgitation. The estimated RV systolic pressure is 36 mmHg, which is mildly elevated.

9. The right atrium is normal in size.

10. The pericardium is normal. There is no pericardial effusion. The inferior vena cava is normal in size.
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SUMMARY: Normal left ventricular size and systolic function. Mild diastolic dysfunction. Mild mitral and tricuspid valve insufficiency. Compared with the prior study of 10/06/10, there is no significant change.
